What is an "Encounter?"

We believe that the first step in becoming a disciple is to be "free indeed!" Jesus said:
"I you hold to my teaching, you are really my disciples. Then you will know the truth,
and the truth will SET YOU FREE." (Jdn 831-32, NIV)

An Encounter Retreat is a weekend short course in freedom — freedom from habits,
bondages, bittemess, wrong thoughts, and past mistakes.

We are so excited that you have decided to attend the Encounter March 21, 2011. We truly believe that
this will be a life changing experience!

We would like to share a few ideas about preparing for your Encounter.
